
The first 1.5 miles is a 
steep climb, so skins or 
hiking is necessary.  
Relatively flat at the top, 
although you can seek out 
some fun hills.  Nordic 
skiing in alpine country!  
Ski across Carter Lake and 
beyond to Crescent Lake.

Beautiful, easy roads. Consistently 
groomed for skate and classic skiing.  
Limited parking at the gate on Trail River 
Campground Road, Mile 24.2 Seward 
Highway.  Ski about a mile past the gate 
along Trail River to the campground.  
There are several loops and fire roads to 
explore, and you can venture out along 
the shore of Kenai Lake as well.

From the 
Primrose 
Campground you 
can explore the 
west shoreline of 
Kenai Lake.  

Park at the pullout at Mile 13.5, 
across from the Grayling Lake 
parking lot.  Ski south from the 
pullout, either following 
snowmachine tracks or blazing 
your own.  Either side of the river 
can be skied.  The west side has 
few stream crossings but a little 
bushwhacking may be involved.  
The east side is also fun to 
explore, but you'll encounter more 
crossings, which may be only 
inches of water, but be sure to 
remove your skis or they'll ice up.  
Active trapping in the area.

Popular, multiuse, unmaintained road. All uses 
allowed. Dog teams have the right of way. 
Restrain your dog as the team nears and passes. 
Though the Resurrection River Valley can be 
windy, the road provides shelter. Sometimes 
groomed, best open flat route in the Seward 
area.
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Park at the turnout on the 
east side of highway north 
of Moose Pass.  Ski 
across the lake and then 
follow the shoreline north. 
Popular for ice skating, 
hockey, touring and skate 
skiing.

Provides many 
short trips, loop or 
5 mile trip from 
Bear Lake to Nash 
Road.See Iditarod 
South map on 
SNSC website for 
greater detail.

Divide

Best trail for skate 
skiing. Consistently 
groomed. Popular for 
high school races.
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Easy access and 
perfect for any ski 
level. Consistently 
groomed. Popular 
for ice skating, 
hockey, touring 
and skate skiing.
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Near Seward are dozens of trails 
that meet nearly every level of 
expertise and interest. They range 
from easy and flat trails to steep, 
fast and short runs including 
several areas consistently 
groomed for skate skiing. You can 
find solitude or expansive views 
or a place to run with your dog or 
hang with your friends. All levels 
of difficulty exist. All of the winter 
trails are on public land and most 
are multi-use open to skiing, 
skijoring, snow machining, 
walking and snowshoeing.

Seward Nordic Ski Club is a tax-exempt 
nonprofit, all-volunteer group. Weekly trail 
condition updates are available on the SNSC 
website. Valuable daily (sometimes hourly) 
updates are available to members by email.

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Forested trail that connects the Divide Ski Area to the 
Primrose campground at the south end of Kenai Lake. Three 
trail heads - Divide, Grayling Lake and Primrose 
Campground provide access to this relatively flat trail with a 
few hills, but it has dense tree cover, so plenty of snow is 
necessary. 

Divide trail head:
From the north end of the Madelyn’s Meadow loop, the trail 
crosses the power line to the west and then heads north into 
the woods. See Divide Ski Area map on SNSC website for 
greater detail.

Grayling Lake trail head: Park at mile 13.5 opposite the large 
Snow River parking pullout. Trail winds through dense forest 
and meadows to connect to the longer north-south portion of 
the Iditarod Trail North.

Primrose Campground trail head - Begin on the Primrose 
Trail, which can get icy and bumpy from snowmachine 
traffic.  The trail to Grayling Lake begins 1/4 mile further on 
the south side.  This new trail is wooded with little elevation 
gain.

This five mile trail begins at Tern Lake and 
ends at the Crescent Creek Trailhead on 
Quartz Creek Road (ski from either side, but 
more of a descent by starting at Tern Lake).  
Limited parking at the gate to the Tern Lake 
day use area.  Several thrilling hills and lots 
of moose. Active trapping along the road.

Park at south end 
of lake next to the 
highway bridge. 
Immediately east 
of the only island 
in Lower Trail 
Lake, cut east 
from the lake 
shore and follow 
flagging tape over 
a low draw to Vagt 
Lake.

Popular for ice 
skating, hockey, 
touring and skate 
skiing. Typically 
unfrozen at highway 
bridge. Park at south 
end of lake next to 
highway bridge.
